Camp Easter Seal at Manitou Lake by Watrous. This is a wheel-chair accessible camp for 

physically and mentally challenged children and adults. Each year the camp hosts anywhere 

from 700 to 800 campers. For most of the campers this experience is the highlight of their year. 

They look forward to seeing their fellow campers from past years and consider it their home 

away from home. One of our volunteers, Joyce Phillips, Regional Director of the Sask. Abilities 

Council, shared a story with us. Her daughter chose to go to Camp Easter Seal when given the 

choice to go to Disney World or Camp Easter Seal (her child had been to both places in past 

years).  

Another volunteer, Anne Engen, Raylene 

Wellman's mother (Raylene is a 

manager at SaskTel in Saskatoon) 

shared that her oldest daughter 

attended many camps at Camp Easter 

Seal during her short life and this year 

they marked what would have been her 

50th birthday by planting a perennial 

plant at the Camp in her memory.  Each 

job the volunteers performed this year, 

whether it was cleaning the cabins, 

washing the windows in the lodge, 

staining the wagon that takes the 

campers into town for ice cream, staining the walls of the garden washroom, replacing the 

showerheads and bars in the camper's cabins, launching the dock or preparing and planting the 

gardens and flower beds, was done with meticulous care and attention. The volunteers knew 

how much this meant to the campers, so they wanted to make the Camp shine and be an extra 

special place for those who attend this year.
